The present status with regard to NBA, NAAC, NIRF and Autonomy was presented by Mr.
U'M'Thorkar with the accreditation validity and action required with the timeline for compliance
and submission of the sAR by respective programme heads and the rnstitute.

It was informed that B.Tech. Electrical program got NBA accreditation for three
years from 2021 upto 30-06-2024 and compliance has to be submitted by the Head Electrical
before six months of validity of accreditation. lt was also stated that B.Tech. program in civil and
Mechanical Engineering got NBA accreditation for three years from 2022 to 30-06-2025. lt is stated
that other UG programs [Electronics & Telecomm, Computer Science, lnformation Technology and
lnstrumentation Enggl are not qualified due to the higher posts of professor and Associate
professors are not complied as per NBA pre-qualifier format.
